2011 Parade Application and Rules

Application: Entrants for the 2011 North Bend July Jubilee Parade must answer all applicable of the questions on the front side of this
application, and sign and date the form. To insure proper placement and judging in the parade, return the application to the address listed
below by July 13, 2007. You may submit a late entry up until 8:30 a.m., on Saturday, July 16", at the registration desk.

Check In and Registration: Registration will be at the corner of Monroe & Connecticut. Registration starts at 7:30 a.m., with all
entrants in place and ready to go by 8:45 a.m.

Time: The annual North Bend July Jubilee Parade will begin at 9:00 a.m., Saturday, July 16, 2011.

Staging: When checking in you will be assigned a unit number and staging location. Staging will be on Hamilton and Connecticut. The
parade will start on the corner of Connecticut and Meade. The parade route will bring you back to the staging area. (Please refer to the
accompanying route map)

Judging: This year judging will be at 8:15am, while participants are in the parade line-up. All units that are being judged should be
in their assigned place, ready for judging by that time. Winners will receive their ribbons as they enter the parade route on Connecticut.
Ribbons for 1% place in each category will be given, as well as overall awards to be determined.

Rules and Restrictions:
¢ Throwing candy. toys or any other material during a parade is illegal in the City of North Bend! Any parade participants found
throwing any material will have the product confiscated, and will be removed from the parade, and may not be allowed to participate in
the parade in the future.
Candy may be handed out by walkers accompanying and float or entry.
¢ No alcohol or drugs is allowed in parade vehicles, in the parade, or during the parade line-up.
¢ All youth groups must have a minimum of one (1) adult in close attendance for every twenty-five (25) youth.
¢ Any individual or group displaying inappropriate behavior during this family-oriented parade may be removed from the parade.
¢ Equestrian groups must provide their own clean-up crew immediately following the group.
¢ Each group or individual must provide adequate trash bags for their refuse created in the staging area.
The bags may be left at the curb for later collection when the parade begins.
¢ All entrants and participants have read, understand and agree in writing to the disclaimer on the registration form.
¢ All vehicles must be insured, and all drivers of motorized vehicles must hold a valid Oregon Drivers License.
¢ The parade committee reserves the right to refuse participation in the parade to any entrant(s).
